PASTOR’S COLUMN 
 

As I shared a few weeks ago, the month of September is 
dedicated to the Seven Sorrows of Mary (the Feast of Our 
Lady of Sorrows is September 15th). During September, it 
is especially fitting to offer the devotional prayer known as 
the Seven Sorrows of Mary.  
 

These past few weeks have seen multiple school shootings 
and political assassinations, not to mention the terrible 
irreverence towards God and sins against human life and 
the dignity of the human person which are woven into the 
fabric of our modern society. There is great cause for us to 
grieve. The Church “mourns with those who mourn” as 
Paul writes in Romans 12:15. 
 

Seven times in her life, Our Lady’s heart was pierced with 
sorrow, and so she has special compassion for the grieving. 
Those who grieve never make a mistake in seeking her 
intercession. We do well to bring to Our Sorrowful Mother 
our personal wounds, our family wounds, our parish 
wounds and Church wounds, and our national and global 
wounds—our broken heartedness, our shattered hopes. 
 

We also do well to turn to Our Lady for those who do not 
grieve sufficiently for our sins. Her Son was born to die for 
us. His sufferings, which she witnessed and suffered in 
union with Him, were on account of our sins. Individually 
and collectively, we do not weep sufficiently for the sins 
which led to Christ’s brutal Crucifixion. 
 

Our Blessed Lord spoke of the importance of mourning 
our sins when He proclaimed in His Sermon on the Mount 
“Blessed are those who mourn, for they shall be 
comforted.” So we turn to Our Lady’s intercession to help 
us know our sins and to grieve them sufficiently, so that 
we may know God’s peace in our world and in our hearts. 
 

This week, Fr. Kondik was moved to compose a beautiful 
prayer to Our Lady of Sorrows for Clarity and Insight. The 
prayer is rooted in the prophecy of Simeon, where the 
Blessed Virgin Mary is told that “and you yourself a sword 
will pierce so that the thoughts of many hearts may be 
revealed.” 
 

I share the prayer with his permission: 
 

O Mother of Sorrows, you who see into the hearts of your 
children, look upon me in this time of confusion and 
struggle. Pierce the fog around my soul with your light. 
Reveal what I cannot see. Help me understand what holds 
me back, especially in the matter of [insert your intention 
here], and guide me through this battle with courage and 
peace. I trust in your sorrowful heart, and I place this 
burden in your hands. Lead me to your Son. Amen.
